Bev Tall 

will teach a workshop in the popular Moribana style.   Moribana, which looks ahead to free style arranging, is especially well 

adapted to our western homes. 

 “The moribana and nageire styles first appeared in the late 1800’s in response to increasing westernization of Japanese 

homes and lifestyles.   Nageire and Moribana share with the more traditional rikka and shoka styles an emphasis on the 

natural beauty and character of branches and flowers.   Nageire and Moribana, however, are more freely arranged to suit 

the taste of the arranger.   

An arrangement in moribana style also places emphasis on the natural characteristics  and forms of its materials.  The name 

“moribana” suggests mounding or piling up of the materials.  Moribana should thus give an impression of beautiful volume 

and three-dimensionality.”
